Meeting Minutes:

April 8, 2004

The President called the meeting to order at 8:00 p.m.

The Secretary read the minutes of the March meeting.

Secretary’s Report – The secretary shared a letter with the members in attendance from the Confederacy of North Carolina Dog Clubs (Confederacy of Tailwaggers), a flier about their meeting on Saturday, April 17 and a flier from the Forsyth Kennel Club about their all-breed match on May 2.
Treasurer’s Report – We had a beginning balance of $7,217.33.  We had income of $35 which had not been credited by the bank at the time of the meeting so the ending balance would be the same. Motion to do this was made, seconded and unanimously passed.  

Lynn is also looking at alternatives to our current insurance, a more cost efficient policy.  Our policy is due for renewal in October.  Lynn will have more information by then for comparison.  
Membership Chairman’s Report – There were no new applications for membership.
Show Chairman’s Report – Cathy received a letter from the president of Rescue advising that they will not be attending the specialty this year and will not be holding the rescue parade on Sunday.  Dianne Hawes has been in contact with members of the Piedmont Golden Retriever Rescue about providing lunch on Saturday and Sunday of the show.  She was given the “go ahead” to ask the members to speak with their Board.  Our photographer, Cathy Wilcox, may have a conflict with our weekend.  She will let Lynn know shortly.  Cathy will check with Carl Williford about being the ring steward on Sunday and see if he has anyone to suggest from the collie club as a steward for Saturday.
