Old Business:

2006 Specialty:  
· AKC has approved the application for our 2006 specialty w/obedience and juniors.  We’re still waiting for approval of rally.  
· Entry fees will be $22 for the first entry, $15 for the second entry of same dog, juniors and veterans, and $8 for sweeps.  

· The Boy Scouts will work with us again selling food and helping exhibitors.

· We still need judges for sweeps, obedience (and rally if approved).  
· Shauna volunteered to coordinate donations for our raffle table for both days but won’t be staffing it.  Cay will send an e-mail out to the club members asking for volunteers to staff the table throughout the days.

American Red Cross Seminar:  It will be held on Saturday, June 10 at the McKimmon Center at NC State.  There will be a morning and afternoon session.  Shauna will send all members the flier and registration form electronically and asked that all members make copies and distribute.  If we get 50 or less registrations we will only offer the afternoon session.  The closing date for registration is May 24.  Fee for registration is $45 per person. Why Attend The National?   
(Marilyn Marlow posted this to the ASSA list.  This is reprinted from an article in two regional sheltie club newsletters)
Are we guilty of over-emphasizing our National each year? No way!! The National is the most valuable learning experience on the breed that a fancier can treat himself to. The following benefits listed, although not intended to be all-inclusive, are some that come to mind to this writer as being important enough to warrant consideration of making an effort to attend our National. 

1. If you are showing and doing your share of winning, say in a two to five state area, chances are it has become easy to believe that your own breeding program is as good as it needs to be. This complacency, so detrimental to growth and improvement, can receive a jolt of realism when you attend the National and see that a breeder from across the nation managed to achieve better top lines, as an example, from similar foundation stock. 

2. Since most of the top-ranked dogs will be there (if the owners are smart!), you will have the opportunity to see in person and to study up close those animals whose ads have caught your eye. Hopefully, you will be able to meet their owners and visit about incorporating them into your breeding program, if that is your goal. Don’t mislead the owners, be honest if you are simply only "shopping" or considering, and haven’t made a decision yet. It is especially beneficial to arrange to see the dogs in their motel room. Although it shouldn’t be construed as a final temperament test, interacting with a dog on a one-to-one basis in an area with which they have become somewhat comfortable is more reliable than jumping on that dog right outside of a show ring. It should enable one to learn more about its personality than merely seeing it in a show ring environment. 

3. Although fanciers are often hesitant to share their breeding problems and setbacks through articles and journals, or newsletters, they are often willing to discuss them in person with other concerned fanciers. 

4. The non-regular classes offered at specialties provide learning experiences for the observer. Stud dog and brood bitch classes give evidence of the varying degree of prepotency possessed by our leading brood stock, while veteran classes bring life to pedigrees and year book photos. They also leave the sentimental misty-eyed watching the stars of the past gait proudly once more as an admiring audience cheers. 

5. If you go to the National as an exhibitor, be prepared to consider any sort of win as simply icing on the cake. Simply placing in a class is an honor at the National, and there are many who feel that even "making the cut" in a class is an honor! More so than going there to win, go to learn and to socialize. 

Granted, showing your dogs at the National can be a very humbling experience. It is, however, a chance to see how your dogs rate with others from around the country. You could be in for a pleasant surprise, but of course you can also be in for a rude awakening!  Going to the National gives a person new perspective. It’s a chance to see where the breed is headed, and what areas need improvement. Another point: dogs that are regarded highly may prove to be disappointing to you, once we have seen them move, how they show, or some other detail that a photo does not reveal. Watching your Super Special perform in the ring has altered many a direction in a breeding program. If a picture is worth a thousand words, then BEING THERE in person must be worth a million!

OTHER HAPPENINGS
PVSSC SEMINAR
On Saturday, June 3rd, PVSSC will sponsor two informative educational seminars. 

The morning seminar will feature Dr. Bruce Hansen, a preeminent Board Certified Veterinarian specializing in Dermatology and Allergies, problems occurring in many dog breeds. Dr. Hansen will discuss dermatomyositis (DM), pyoderma and mallasezia (yeast infection); the effect of compromised autoimmune systems on skin; the role that a malfunctioning thyroid gland can play on skin conditions; fleas and preventatives; and immune-mediated dermatosis.

The afternoon seminar will feature Cathi Gorman, noted Sheltie and Collie Judge and ASSA President. Cathi will address "Breeding Shelties in the 21st Century" including genetic considerations for foundation animals, future genetic considerations, breeder concerns versus judges' concerns, studying the standard, and the value of show "affirmation." Using demo Shelties, Cathi will demonstrate positive aspects as seen through a breeder judge's eyes. She will also discuss basic color genetics and prevailing thinking in the mapping of the canine genome with particular focus on how to navigate the "genetic minefield" and end up where you want to be in terms of color genetics and health and structure.

On Sunday, June 4th we will have a Sheltie Match and All-Breed Rally ShowN'Go (all levels) at nearby Algonkian Regional Park. The Judges are as

MINUTES FROM MARCH 9 MEETING:

Meeting called to order at 7:45 p.m. by the President.

The minutes of the February meeting were read by the Secretary.  One correction to the February minutes was made.  Bruce Ireland didn’t agree to apprentice as show chairman in 2006 with the idea of being the show chairman in 2007.  With this correction, a motion was made by Chuck and seconded by Lynn to accept the minutes.  Unanimously approved.  
President’s Report:  The President had nothing to report.  

Secretary’s Report:  The Secretary received a letter from the Tidewater sheltie club asking for donations of baskets for the raffle table at the National.  Chuck made a motion that we donate a basket.  Krys seconded the motion.  Alison volunteered to gather items for the basket as well as take donations from club members at the April meeting.  She asked that members e-mail ideas to her of things to include in the basket.  The motion was unanimously passed.  Cathy will e-mail the Tidewater club to let them know we will be donating one and that it will be hand-delivered, not shipped.    
Treasurer’s Report:  The club had a beginning balance of $7,100.06.  We received income from dues of $65 and had no expenses.  We had an ending balance of $7,165.06.    
Committee Reports:  

2006 Obedience Trial:  Shari and the committee submitted a report to Barbara Nelson with their findings and recommendations.  A copy of that report is attached to these minutes.  Shari made a motion to host a specialty obedience and rally trial in 2006.  The rally trial would be held pending approval of the AKC.  Chuck seconded the motion and it was unanimously passed.  Shari suggested holding the rally trial outside if the weather is nice and in the obedience room in case of bad weather.  This suggestion was agreed to as well.  
Membership:  An application for Associate Membership was read for the second time for Cay and Bruce Ireland.  They were unanimously approved for associate membership.  Stephanie Dasoit’s application for membership was read for the first time.  After a reading of the application, Stephanie spoke to the club members about her background with shelties and interest in membership.
Old Business:

Puppy Match:  Chuck has spoken with the people in Knightdale about using the town’s facility.  We could hold the match May 7 or 13th.  Lynn made a motion to hold it on May 13, seconded by Kelly and unanimously approved.  Shari suggested having a sheltie-only Rally match as well.  Chuck said the field we would use was more than large enough to do this and it was agreed we would hold the Rally match.  

Educational seminar:  

· Shauna is trying to reach Julie Desy about a grooming seminar.  She had contacted the Red Cross in Raleigh and they will do a pet first aid seminar.  The seminar is 3.5 hours long and the Red Cross charges $35/person.  The options for locations were discussed.  Chuck suggested the McKimmon Center at NC State and will look into the cost; Barbara Nelson said she would check with her church.  Chuck made a motion to host the first aid seminar for dogs only.  Cathy seconded and the motion was passed unanimously.  We will continue looking for a location and Shauna would check with Red Cross about possible dates.

· Cathy discussed the possibility of hosting an AKC seminar on obedience and rally.   AKC would prefer six months notice of the event to allow time for fliers to go out, get presenters, etc.  Barbara Nelson made a motion to host this seminar in 2007.  Lynn seconded the motion and it was unanimously passed.

2006 Specialty:  Cay Ireland has agreed to be the Show Chairman for this year’s specialty.  Shari will be the Obedience and Rally Trial Chairman.  Chuck agreed to help out with set up. Cathy will work with Cay to get the applications submitted to AKC.  Shari will work to secure judges for obedience and rally.  We also still need sweeps judges.
