MINUTES OF MEETING HELD MARCH 8, 2007
The meeting was called to order by the President at 8:15 p.m.  (The start was delayed because a presentation was made to the members present by Anna Howard from IAMS.  She discussed changes to the formulation of some of their products, changes to the packaging, the breeder program and encouraged all members to contact her or any IAMS representative with questions or concerns about IAMS or Eukanuba products.)

The President read the minutes of the February 2007 meeting.  Under New Business on the topic of the books left from the raffle, the minutes are corrected to indicate that books not being kept for the lending library will be offered to club members for free rather than purchase as previously stated.  With this correction, a motion was made by Dianne and seconded by Cay to accept the minutes.  Motion unanimously passed.

President’s Report:  No report from the President.

Secretary’s Report:  Secretary received a letter from AKC soliciting feedback from clubs on whether they would support an International Obedience Invitational if AKC were to develop and hold such an event.  The response sent to AKC from members present was that yes we would support the development of this event but probably not offer the non-regular class at our specialty.  The comment was also sent to AKC that we didn’t see the need for a separate non-regular class as points are already awarded towards OTCH titles.

Treasurer’s Report:  We had a beginning balance of $7,333.67 with income of $408 and expenses of $461.24 leaving us with an ending balance of $6,912.43.  We still have 2007 sheltie calendars.

Old Business:  

2007 Specialty:  Our applications for all four events have been submitted to AKC for approval.  A photographer has been found and hired.

Puppy Match:  The puppy match and our April meeting will be on Saturday, April 14th at Cay and Bruce Ireland’s home.  Our meeting will begin at 11:30 a.m.  The match will start at 1 p.m.  Match registration will be from 12 p.m. to 1 p.m.  We will have a potluck lunch for the members during/following the meeting.  The club will furnish the sodas and ice.  The classes suggested were 3-6, 6-9, 9-12, adult (any dog 12 months or older), Best Puppy in Match, Runner up to Best Puppy, Best Adult and Runner up to Best Adult.  We will also have fun classes—cutest butt, most kisses in 30 seconds, who can hold still the longest.  Cay and Dianne will be getting a flier out to all members for distribution.  In the event of rain, the match will be held in Cay’s garage.
New Business:

2008 Judges:  Cathy will send a note to all members asking for suggestions for 2008 breed and sweeps judges.  We will discuss those received at the April meeting and vote on them at the May meeting.    

AKC Event Compliance:  In 2009 AKC will start requiring proof of activities sponsored by clubs prior to giving approval to hold specialties.  The full set of requirements including listing of suggested activities can be found on the AKC website in the February 2007 board minutes:  

There were two categories of activities.  Because we are more than 10 miles from our show site we would be required to host 2 activities from the first category and 4 from the second one.  Dianne contacted AKC to get clarification on the various requirements.  Below is a summary of that information as well as activities we might sponsor to meet AKC’s requirements:

New requirements will apply to shows being held in 2009.  So clubs will have all of 2008 to complete their events.

TWO of Category A Activities

1. Experimental Match:

A special match (non-Sanction) which is for puppies only, and which invites pet puppy buyers to attend and participate, would count in Category A as “experimental” event .and we do not need to get approval in advance, just tell AKC about it after the fact, and that it falls into that Experimental category.  (this is per Tabitha Shepherd in Event Operations, 816-3548, and maybe we should check ahead of time anyway, to be sure it will count.)  (My thoughts: we could send out flyers via email to local puppy buyers if our club breeders will get the email addresses of buyers on their records.  We can also put a blurb on our website.  This should meet the public educational aspect.)

3. AKC CGC Test -  CGC info – 816-3894 Sharon Wilson – info is on AKC website; evaluators typically get paid by participants; can be all breed; signs can be downloaded; does not need to be at our show;  Optional: can post date on the AKC website, just email them at:  cgc@akc.org, and put as the subject:  “CGC test on Web”  We should be able to make a bit of money on this, if we can find a site that does not cost.

FOUR of Category B Activities: 

#2  Breeder Referral:  We already meet this requirement.  We have it posted on our website, which meets the advertising requirement.

#3 Educational Programs:   We need to document our club minutes with the title, presenter, and brief summary of program, each time we have a program.  Then we will have what we need to fill out info for AKC.  (Likely we are already doing this.)  But, we need to post these on our website, so we can say that the public has been invited.

#8 AKC Show Committee Seminar   One program per year could meet this requirement.  It can be a separate meeting chaired by the Show Chairman and attended by the chosen Show Committee.   Event Operations may be able to give us some educational materials to use, since they have to document this activity. 

#9 Disaster Plan:  is more for all breed clubs, but perhaps a specialty club could use this as one of their requirements also.   (My thought: this is an easy way to meet one of the requirements, and we could cooperate with the local all breed clubs who might be doing this as well; we could contribute breed-specific contacts and info, and maybe easily meet this requirement.)

Motion was made by Barbara Thompson and seconded by Dianne to adjourn the meeting at 9:10 p.m.  Unanimously approved.
