Meeting Minutes:

February 12, 2004

The President called the meeting to order at 7:40 p.m.

Secretary’s Report – Secretary read the minutes of the January minutes.  One correction was noted.  The last name of our sweeps judge for Sunday, November 7 is McTaggart, not Taggart.  With the change, the minutes were approved.
Treasurer’s Report – We had a beginning balance of $7,382.73.  We had income of $210 from dues and expenses of $425 (donation to rescue and ASSA, specialty and match fees to APS and specialty application fees).  Our ending balance was $7,167.73.  We have contracts for November 6 and 7 as well as May 8 to use APS.  The fee for our specialty is $500, up from $400 in past years.  APS still hasn’t cashed our check from the 2003 specialty.  The club received thank you notes from both TSR and ASSA.
Membership Chairman’s Report – There were no new applications for membership.
Show Chairman’s Report – Contracts have been sent to all judges and all but one have been returned.  We still need an obedience judge for Saturday, November 6.  Shauna will be the raffle chairman, Barbara Thompson is handling trophies, and Kelly Harrison will be the Hospitality Chairman.  Applications to AKC are almost complete, waiting on judges’ panels.
Old Business:

May 8 Match:  Dianne Hawes agreed to be the chairman for our Match.  As previously mentioned, APS has been reserved for that day.  Lynn will check on ribbons.  Dianne suggested for trophies that everyone donate an item and put it in a paper bag, then winners will get to choose a bag.  A suggestion was also made to check with Barbara Thompson on our supply of trophies.  The classes for the match will be 3-6, 6-9, 9-12 and adult, then divided by color.  Dianne will get information out to the various lists and publications.
Plaques:  Chuck was asked to do some research on various plaques for club members.  Depending on the style and size the club could spend between $15 and almost $100 a piece on plaques.  Lynn checked her records and found the last time plaques were handed out was in 2002, for 2001 accomplishments, and the club paid a total of $274.33 for 13 plaques.  Frank made a motion that club members be given the choice of one plaque per dog with a single title or multiple titles in a year, or one per kennel with multiple dogs or titles.  Barbara Nelson seconded the motion.  After much discussion about size, number of spaces, cost, club paying a set price and the member paying the difference for a larger plaque, the motion was unanimously passed.
Seminar:  Krys Messer was unable to attend but sent information regarding Gilbert’s K-9 Structure & Movement Seminar.  Barbara Nelson made a motion to table discussion on this seminar until the next meeting.  The motion was seconded and unanimously passed.
New Business:

There was no new business to discuss.
