Minutes from January 12, 2006 Meeting:
Meeting called to order at 7:30 p.m. by the President.

The minutes of the October and November 2005 meetings were read by the Secretary.  Motion was made by Barbara Thompson and seconded by Linda Nicholas to accept the October minutes as read and by Chuck Dasnoit and seconded by Barbara Nelson to accept the November minutes as read.  Both motions were unanimously approved.

President’s Report:  The President clarified a requirement to remain a regular member.  A regular member is someone who has attended two regular meetings during the year and does one service (host a meeting, eye clinic, puppy match, newsletter, etc).  If these 3 requirements are not met during a year, the member would become an associate member of the club.  It was agreed that applications for membership received during 2005 but not yet read would be given regular member status.  All applications received beginning in 2006 would fall under our new membership guidelines.

Secretary’s Report:  The Secretary reported that the club received letters from the AKC closing out our 2005 show.  Also received the applications for the 2006 show.  The secretary also received a letter from AKC approving the changes to our constitution and bylaws.

Treasurer’s Report:  The club had a beginning balance as of November 3, 2005 of $5,430.17.  We had income from entry fees, catalog presales and sales, the raffle, dues and calendar sales of $5,250.  We had expenses from the show and renewal fees for our website of $3,088.60 leaving us with an ending balance for 2005 of $7,684.81.  A copy of the show report is attached to these minutes.

Awards Committee:  The deadline for getting information for new plaques to Chuck is January 15.  He hopes to have them available to present to members at the February meeting.

Membership:  Jennifer Tuttle was present and her application was read for the second time.  Jennifer also talked about why she wanted to be a member and gave some background about herself.  She was unanimously voted into membership.

Old Business:

The eye clinic will be held a Krys Messer’s home on Saturday, January 21 from 10 a.m. to 12 p.m.

2006 Specialty:  An ad hoc committee has been formed to look at other possible show sites for our annual specialty.  The APS had informed us that they would charge us $500 a day to use their facilities and charge us for our set up day on Friday.  Lynn spoke with several members at APS and they have agreed to charge us only $320 per day and not charge us for Friday.  A motion was made by Barbara Thompson and seconded by Dianne Hawes to hold our 2006 show at Mebane.  Motion was unanimously passed.  Cathy would notify Lynn of the decision so she could have a contract drawn up with APS.  

New Business:

Barbara Nelson gave a summary of the discussions and actions taken by the Board at their recent meeting.  Two ad hoc committees have been formed and several positions created for this year.  
Chuck will chair the ad hoc committee looking at potential new show sites and Shari will chair the ad hoc committee looking at an all-breed obedience trial.  Anyone interested in being a part of these committees please contact Chuck or Shari.

The positions discussed were the awards chairman, education chairman/coordinator, membership chairman and newsletter editor.  The education chair would be responsible for coordinating with club members (or an outside presenter) for a 20-30 minute presentation at our meetings.  Dianne Hawes agreed to be this chair.  Also discussed getting a show chair for the current show and also someone for the following year.  The thought is to have the future show chair “apprentice” during this year.

Barbara Nelson will talk with Kristy about continuing as our membership chair.

Linda Nicholas has volunteered to be the newsletter editor.

Chuck was asked if he would consider being the show chair for this year.  He said he would think about it.  Barbara Nelson or Krys will get in touch with Frank to ask if he’d consider doing it again this year.  Elizabeth Sandling has agreed to be the Show Secretary again this year.

Discussed possibility of an all-breed obedience trial.  Barbara Thompson voiced concern about having young puppies exposed to the larger dogs that could potentially enter an all-breed trial.  Shari and Lynn will look at all possibilities—holding at our specialty, possible stand alone, etc. as well potential costs.  Barbara Thompson and Krys will report back to the club after the Potomac Valley specialty which is holding an all-breed obedience trial.  

Dianne discussed the possibility of conformation (and obedience) practice in a space at the Triangle Outlet Mall that is currently being used by an animal rescue group.  She spoke with a member of the group and asked if we might use some of the space for practice if we made a donation to their group.  She will speak with them about practicing there on Saturday, January 28.  Cathy will send a note to the membership asking anyone who is interested in participating to contact Dianne.

ASSA has changed their breeder referral.  Rather than each club having a member designated, ASSA has appointed members to this position for a region.  Krys was designated for our region.  This was done by ASSA to standardize referrals because of the varying rules that clubs had about referrals.

Patti Strand from AKC will be at the NCSU Vet School on Saturday, January 28 to discuss the PAWS legislation.  Anyone interested in attending should contact Frank.
We need someone to host the March meeting.  Cay Ireland has offered to host the April meeting.
Motion was made by Linda and seconded by Krys to adjourn the meeting.  Passed unanimously.  Meeting adjourned at 8:45 p.m.
