MINUTES OF MEETING HELD JANUARY 11, 2007
The meeting was called to order by the President at 7:45 p.m.

The President read the minutes of the December 2006 meeting.  A motion was made by Frank and seconded by Krys to accept the minutes as read.  Motion unanimously passed.

Secretary’s Report:  We received a request from PNSSC (sponsor club of 2007 National) for donations of baskets for the raffle.  After discussion, it was decided that we would not contribute a basket this year.

Treasurer’s Report:  We had a beginning balance of $7,152.67 with income of $450 and expenses of $377 leaving us with an ending balance of $7,225.67.

Old Business:  

2006 Specialty:  The secretary will send a letter to the Boy Scouts thanking them for their help this year and inviting them to our 2007 specialty.

There will be no second entry fee of same dog in either obedience or rally.  All entries in these two events will be $24.

If we use the smaller field behind the building, we could set the boy scouts up in space between the two fields as well as the raffle table.

Krys will send a letter to AKC to determine who has authority to make the decision to move the location from outside to inside in case of inclement weather.  

Everyone was asked to look for photographers.  Cary may not be available this year.

The building at Mebane is being used November 5-9 this year and will not be available for obedience set up (or breed in case of inclement weather) until approximately 5 p.m. on Friday, November 9.  We will be able to set up outside.  We paid a $128 deposit.  If we cancel our contract more than 30 days prior to the show, we will get all but $50 back.  

Meredith and Hector Hector have agreed to judge sweeps and will be staying with Cay and Bruce.

Cathy will look for obedience judges who are licensed to judge both obedience and rally.

A note will be sent to Shari thanking her for her willingness to act as both show chairman, secretary and obedience chairman over the past several years.

It was suggested that raffle tickets, catalogs, and calendars be sold at the judge’s tables.  Also, get items for raffle to Shauna earlier in the year.

Make sure we have a Plan B in case there is a chance of inclement weather.  It was suggested that we make a decision for Saturday on Friday and on Saturday for Sunday.  Two suggestions on who should make the decision show committee or show chairman and committee selected by him or her.  We will wait on this until Krys has heard from AKC.
