Meeting Minutes:

January 8, 2004

The President called the meeting to order at 7:50 p.m.

Treasurer’s Report – As there was no meeting held in December, the Treasurer gave a report for both November and December.  The beginning balance for November was $7,513.42.  We had income of $24 and expenses of $284.69 (ribbons, newsletter and website) for an ending balance of $7,252.73.  The December beginning balance was $7,252.73 with income from dues and calendars of $130 and no expenses.  Our ending balance was $7,382.73.

Membership Chairman’s Report – The membership application for Elizabeth Sandling was read for a second time.  Elizabeth was voted into membership.   

Old Business:

2003 Specialty:  Only information discussed from our specialty was that APS has not yet cashed our check.  Lynn Michael will talk with them.

2004 Specialty:  Cathy Whitaker agreed to be the Show Chairman for this year’s specialty and Elizabeth Sandling will be the Show Secretary.  Lynn Michael will make contact with APS to reserve their facility for this year’s specialty.  Need to let them know that we want all the rooms and that the agility equipment cannot be stored inside the day of the show.  

Lynette Salzman will be the breed judge on Saturday and Cheryl Anderson will be the breed judge on Sunday.  Letters will be sent to both as well as the sweeps judges (Robin Taggart and Carl Williford) and obedience judge (Nancy Withers).

A motion was made to not offer Junior Showmanship this year.  The motion was seconded, discussed and unanimously passed.  We will not offer this class this year.

Dianne Hawes agreed to handle club “advertising” by notifying various publications and lists of events the club will be hosting.

The topic of clean up after the show was discussed.  We will put a note in the premium list that vendors will need to be cleaned up and out of the building by a designated time the second day of the show and that breeders/exhibitors will need to be out of the building by a specified time after the breed judging is completed.

New Business:

A motion was made to host a match in May or June.  The motion was seconded and unanimously passed.  Lynn will get in touch with APS about using their facilities on Saturday, May 8.

Award plaques were discussed.  Chuck will contact trophy shops in the area and price plaques that could have a kennel/individual’s name on it, then small plaques for each title earned by each dog could be added to these larger plaques.  

The club would like to host an education session this year, but we need suggestions on what people might be interested in as well as potential presenters.  

The club will make a $100 donation to the ASSA health research fund as well as a $100 donation to Triangle Sheltie Rescue.

Meeting adjourned at 9:40 p.m.
