Meeting Minutes:

March 11, 2004

Show Chairman’s Report – Barbara Thompson, trophy chairman, will buy additional trophies for BOB, etc., after the entries close.  She’ll do an inventory in the Fall of her stock of trophiesl.  Mary McCammon will be sent a letter to be the Saturday obedience judge.  Kristy Pedersen will handle the VWD clinic again this year.  The specialty applications for both Saturday and Sunday have been sent to AKC.  The judges panel for the Saturday show will be sent when the obedience judge has accepted.
Old Business:

May 8 Match:  Lynn and Krys will check on ribbons before the match.  Lynn will order new ribbons if we have none in storage.  To further Dianne’s suggestion of everyone donating an item and placing it in a paper bag for the winners to choose from, Barbara Thompson added a possible alternative of wrapping the donated item in newspaper, again for the winners to choose.
