Meeting Minutes:

May 12, 2005
The President called the meeting to order at 7:40 p.m.

The President read the minutes of the March meeting.  

President’s Report – The President had nothing to report.

Secretary’s Report – The Secretary passed around a flier for an AKC rally and obedience seminar being held in July at Western Carolina University.  Also received flier for 2006 sheltie calendars (see Treasurer’s Report).
Treasurer’s Report – We had a beginning balance of $7,013.54, expenses of $471.12, no income, leaving us with an ending balance of $6,542.42.  75 sheltie calendars for 2006 were ordered.  By ordering prior to May 20, we saved the shipping cost.  Lynn suggested selling them to club members for $6.25 each (cost to buy is $5.95).  Any that are not purchased by club members can be sold at the specialty for $7.50.
Membership Chairman’s Report – We had one application for new membership from Jane Hammett of Shadow Hill Shelties.  This was the first reading of Jane’s application; she attended the March meeting.
Old Business:

2005 Specialty:  
Frank reported that all the committee chairs have been filled.  Kelly Harrison will be the raffle chairman, and Perry & Barbara Eason will chair the hospitality committee.  
Cathy has heard from Phil Triplett (scout master) and they will be doing the food for us again this year.  As with last year, they will be camping on the grounds Friday and Saturday nights.  

Frank contacted Sheltie Rescue and they will not be doing a parade at this year’s specialty.

Barbara Thompson purchased judges gifts for our 2005 and 2006 judges. approved.
Nothing has been done for a puppy match for this year.  Cathy will check with Lynn to see availability of APS and Puckerbrush at the end of June and during the month of July.
(A motion was made by Krys, seconded and unanimously passed to hold discussion on the following topic until after new business was discussed.)  All those in attendance were asked if there were any questions about or changes to the revised constitution and bylaws.  Dianne Hawes had a number of clarifying changes (i.e. rather than holding membership applications for 90 days, hold them for a period of up to 3 regular meetings since we don’t meet in July and August) which were discussed and will be incorporated into the final version sent to AKC.  After this discussion Dianne made a motion to approve the constitution and bylaws as marked with the clarifying changes.  The motion was seconded by Krys.  There were 10 members in attendance at the time of the vote and all 10 voted to approve the constitution and bylaws as revised by both Dianne’s suggestions and the changes of the constitution committee.
New Business:

A list of judges for 2006 was submitted to the membership for review.  A judging committee was appointed by the president.
