MINUTES OF MEETING HELD NOVEMBER 2, 2006

Pacesetters and Internationals:  Dianne did an inventory of these.  We have 293 books, complete sets mostly through 2005.  She has posted them for sale on various websites.  They are being sold in sets.  It was agreed that 10% of the profit from their sale should be donated to the National Sheltie Rescue.

All Breed Obedience, Rally, Agility and Herding:  Dianne spoke with a representative from Events Management and Club Relations at AKC about the requirements for these events.  She was told that we can hold stand-along obedience and/or rally all-breed events.  The distance limitation for competing events on the same day is 100 miles.  

She also found out that the club is in Sanction A status for agility and herding—we applied but have never held these events.  This was questioned as the club has previously sponsored both; however it may have been too far back.  If we wanted to apply for either of these events we would need to provide AKC with a current membership list, indicating whether members are breeders or exhibitors; a list of members who have experience with agility and herding and a description of what that experience is; and then an explanation of why we’ve never sponsored these events.  Once AKC received this information they would review it and determine whether or not we were qualified and should be granted permission to hold a Sanction A match which would be for shelties only.  Upon completion of what AKC views as a successful “A” match, we could then apply to AKC Event Planning to get permission to hold an all-breed licensed trial.  This may be revisited in 2007.

New Business:  We received a donation of books (sheltie, dogs, cats, horses, obedience, etc) from Becky Elliot which will be sold at the show.
Motion was made by Lynn to adjourn the meeting, seconded by Krys.  The motion was unanimously passed and the meeting adjourned at 8:30 p.m.
