ANNOUNCEMENTS:

Update on Dermatomyositis research conducted by Dr. Keith Murphy at Texas A & M:

Excerpted from an email from ASSA outgoing president Cathy Gorman sent to the ASSA member list:
I spent some time in conversation with Dr. Murphy a few days ago, and he was most thankful to us for helping him get his DM research going this last year, and the extra samples we have sent.  The bottom line has been most surprising; DM doesn't appear to be an immune system disorder in the sheltie and collie!  Pathologists have checked and double checked, and now they are going after specific genes searching for genes that might 'turn on' in concert to cause this disease, and what causes them to.  His work has earned him finally a CHF grant for the coming year, just under $200K, to finish finally and completely the cause of DM in the shetland sheepdog and Collie; and all of you were instrumental in making that happen.  We haven't obtained a major CHF grant for many many years, this is  a major breakthrough for our breed.  In addition, he has promised right after his research is concluded to come to our national in Colorado next year and present to us his findings on Symposium day, along with a question and answer session, all free of charge in appreciation.
